partisan.

Mayor Anderson has two years remaining in his
term; the City Council has been stable with one
new member elected in 2009.

Sedro-Woolley is a non-charter code city. The
City provides all municipal services except
water which is provided by a regional public
utility district.

THE POSITION

Working under the direction of the City’s Public
Works Director/City Engineer, Mark Freiberger,
the Engineering Services Manager is responsible
for engineering review on land subdivision,
private development approval, public right of

way management, and other engineering support
functions. This position will also assist with
personnel supervision, direction and collective
bargaining for public works employees.

The Engineering Services Manager will perform
development review for the engineering plans of
commercial, industrial and residential
development projects in the city, field
inspections, assist with capital planning and
construction project planning, and analysis as
requested. Responsibilities will involve full
spectrum of municipal infrastructure including
streets, wastewater collection and pumping
systems, and storm water detention, drainage
and conveyance systems.

Sedro-Woolley is a small city in staffing levels
and all positions are expected to perform a
variety of tasks in a fast-paced, changing work
environment.

Growth

Skagit County is limited in its growth due to
substantial floodplain and resource lands.
Sedro-Woolley is situated out of the floodplain
in a picturesque environment that is close to
Interstate 5. As a result of those factors and
others, Sedro-Woolley is poised to add
thousands of new residents in the next few years.
This growth in the residential areas of the City
must be matched with additional industrial and
commercial growth and brings with it the
challenges of building and maintaining City
infrastructure. This position will be working




directly with the development community and
must be customer service oriented.

Stormwater

Sedro-Woolley was permitted under NPDES
Phase Il and is working to build a utility and
program to become compliant with the new
requirements. Significant work is required to
build this new program; this position will be a
critical team leader on stormwater issues.

Road Projects

package of transportation improvement projects
that will cost approximately $25M. We expect
funding to arrive in piecemeal fashion with a
project completion one at a time. This position
will be involved in construction projects as
needed.
