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Portions of Metcalf Street will be closed for sewer repair work
beginning October 5th, 2009. The project will be conducted in
stages described below and identified on the map.

Stage 1: Beginning October 5™ and lasting approximately two weeks, Metcalf Street from
Ferry Street to the bowling alley (see map) will be closed and fenced off from curb to curb.
Access will be maintained on sidewalks for pedestrians only during this time. The intersection
of Metcalf and Ferry will also be closed. The contractor will dig up and lower sewer lines in
one location.

Stage 2: Beginning October 19™ and lasting approximately three weeks, Metcalf Street from
State Street to Woodworth Street (see map) will be closed and fenced off from curb to curb.
Access will be maintained on sidewalks for pedestrians only during this time. The contractor
will dig up and lower sewer lines in two locations. Parking in the alley behind Metcalf
between Woodworth & State will be signed and restricted to customer parking only
during this phase.

As all of the downtown merchants are painfully aware, the City replaced the Metcalf sewer line
last summer. In an effort to minimize disruption to those businesses, the City used a trenchless
technology. This project was not successful and repairs are needed to make the line function.
The repairs require digging up the street and lowering the line in three key areas. With these
repairs, the City believes the project will work as planned. We are very sorry for the additional
disruption to your business and are working with the contractor to make the repairs as quickly
as possible. This project is planned to be complete November 6™, 2009.
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
